Archdiocese Guidelines 
 
The Archdiocese of Chicago is closely monitoring 
the news regarding the Coronavirus and actively 
planning for any potential circumstances.  We are 
adhering to all guidance provided by the U.S. 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. 
 
During all Masses & Liturgies:  
 
• Please refrain from physical contact during the 

Sign of Peace (Note:  The Sign of Peace can be 
exchanged without physical contact—a nod of 
the head, a wave of your hand, etc. 

• We will not have the distribution of the Holy 
Eucharist in both species.  We will only offer 
the consecrated Host at Communion. 

• We are strongly recommending that individuals 
refrain from receiving Holy Communion on the 
tongue for the time being.  (Hold out your 
hands, left on top of right. Do not 
take the host from the priest/extraordinary 
minister, but rather allow him/them to place 
it in your hand.  Then pick it up with your 
right hand and put it in your mouth.) 

• Please use your discretion if you hold hands 
during the Lord’s prayer. 

• The baptismal font will remain filled and may 
be used at your discretion.  You may stop at the 
font and make the sign of the cross without 
using holy water if you wish.  (Please refrain 
from use of the holy water  if you feel it 
necessary.)

   El evangelio de hoy puede leerse en versión abreviada o 
completa; proviene del capítulo 9 del evangelio según san 
Juan. Sinceramente creo que vale la pena mirar el texto largo 
que conƟene la frase fundamental de Cristo, "Yo soy la Luz 
del Mundo," la cual no está en la versión breve. El proceso 
que vive este ciego "de nacimiento" es toda una parábola en 
sí mismo; es un camino que nos permite revisar nuestra 
propia historia porque "de nacimiento" no nos viene la luz 
que necesitamos para tener vida eterna. La analogía es 
mucho más estrecha si tomamos el elemento de la piscina en 
que el hombre se lava y que viene a ser como una imagen 
entonces del bauƟsmo que nos ha concedido tener la luz de 
la fe. Es interesante revisar la acƟtud de los fariseos. Ellos ven 
con claridad que ha habido un milagro, pero no dan el paso a 
reconocer que ese milagro signifique algo. Esto es 
importante porque nos ayuda a diferenciar el milagro y su 
significado: bien se ve que lo segundo es lo fundamental.

(No Morning Mass) 

3:00pm – Stations of the Cross – Bilingual (Spanish/English)

7:00pm - Liturgy of the Passion and Death of our Lord with Veneration of the Cross and Communion

(No Morning Mass) 
12:00pm - Blessing of Easter Food and Children’s Baskets  

7:00pm - Easter Vigil Mass of the Resurrection 
This is the first Mass of Easter. No Masses are permitted before dark on this holiest of nights. 

There is no 4:30pm Mass.  
Enthronement and Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament follows the Vigil Mass.

In 
preparation of the child’s baptism, parents must attend a mandatory 
Parent Preparation Session which both parents must attend. These 
preparation sessions are held once a month.

Our Ministers of Care will gladly bring Communion to anyone who is 
sick or homebound at a time that is convenient  for you.
