AROUND THE COMMUNITY 
 
 FR. FELIPE’S MESSAGE 

 
Hoy estamos celebrando el decimosexto domingo del tiempo ordinario de la iglesia.  Nuestra 
primera lectura nos viene del libro de Génesis 18:1-10.  Nuestra lectura nos relata el momento 
donde Dios aparece a Abraham y le dice que su esposa, Sara, ya de grande edad, va tener un 
hijo, “Dentro de un ańo volveré sin falta a visitarte por estas fechas; para entonces, Sara, tu 
mujer, habrá tenido un hijo.”  Nuestra segunda lectura nos viene de la carta de San Pablo a los 
Colosenses 1:24-28.  Pablo comunica al pueblo Colosense la revelación de Dios, “Por 

disposición de Dios, yo he sido constituido ministro de esta iglesia para predicarles por entero su mensaje, o sea 
el designio secreto que Dios ha mantenido oculto desde siglos y generaciones y que ahora ha revelado a su 
pueblo santo.  Nuestro evangelio para este domingo nos viene de San Lucas 10:38-42.  Nuestro evangelio nos 
relata un momento en la vida de Cristo donde el visita a unas amistades, dos hermanas, una se llama Marta, la 
otra María.  Marta se molesta con su hermana María porque no le ayude con las cosas de la casa y Jesús le dice, 
“Marta, Marta, muchas cosas te preocupan y te inquietan, siendo así que una sola es necesaria. María escogió la 
mejor parte y nadie se la quitara.”  Queridos hermanas y hermanos en Cristo, nuestras lecturas nos comunican la 
presencia de Dios en medio de nuestras preocupaciones de la vida.  Sara la esposa de Abraham se preocupa de 
preparar algo para los visitantes que llegan.  Los mismos visitantes los entendemos por medio de la escritura 
como Dios mismo en la Santísima Trinidad.  Ella sin saber está atendiendo a Dios y reciba la bendición de Dios 
en la prefiguración de que iba dar luz a un hijo.  Igualmente vemos en la carta de San Pablo que Dios está 
revelando a la comunidad su plan de salvación.  Jesús le dice a Marta claramente que frente a todas las cosas que 
tenemos en la vida, preocupaciones etc., etc., es reconocer y gozar de la presencia de Dios en nuestras vidas.  
Queridos hermanos y hermanas necesitamos dedicar tiempo para poder hacer y cumplir con nuestros deberes, 
pero también tenemos dedicar tiempo de ser iluminados por la palabra de Dios.  Que Dios todopoderoso los 
ilumina en su peregrinar en esta vida.    
 
 
 

 

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, today we are celebrating the 16th Sunday of the church ordinary liturgical 
season.  Our first reading comes from the Book of Genesis 18:1-10.  Abraham and his wife Sarah are visited by 
mysterious strangers in our reading.  They foretell that Sarah will be blessed with a child, “They asked Abraham, 
“Where is your wife Sarah? He replied, ‘There in the tent.’  One of them said, ‘I will surely return to you about 
this time next year and Sarah will then have a Son.’”  St. Paul in our second reading writes to the people in 
Colossae 1:24-28.  Paul communicates to them that God has revealed his plan for salvation, “Brothers and 
sisters, now I rejoice in my sufferings for your sake, and in my flesh I am filling up what is lacking in the 
afflictions of Christ on behalf of his body, which is the church, of which I am a minister in accordance with 
God’s stewardship given to me to bring to completion for you the word of God, the mystery hidden from ages 
and from generations past.”  Jesus in our gospel reading from Luke 10:38-42, visits two friends Martha and 
Maria.  Martha becomes upset when her sister does not help her attend to Jesus, “Lord, do you not care that my 
sister has left me by myself to do the serving? Tell her to help me. The Lord said to her in reply, Martha, Martha 
you are worried and anxious about many things. There is need of only one thing.  Mary has chosen the better part 
and it will not be taken from her.”   My dear brothers and sisters in Christ our readings communicate to us the 
presence of Christ in the midst of all our worries and concerns.  The mysterious visitors who visited Abraham 
represented God in the Holy Trinity.  Sarah was hidden away preparing something for the visitors not knowing it 
was God and receives a blessing, the foretelling that she will have a son.  St. Paul tells the community in 
Colossae that has revealed himself to the world and God’s plan for salvation.  Jesus tells Martha directly that in 
the midst of all worries and concerns in life seeking God and hearing his Word is most important.  My dear 
brothers and sisters in Christ we must dedicate time to the necessities of life but we also need to dedicate time to 
seek God out and hear his Word.  May almighty God enlighten us and guide us always.

REFLECTION FOR SUNDAY JULY 21, 2019 
 
A MINDSET OF SERVICE 
 There’s a lot of traveling, delivering, and 
visiting going on in our readings today. In Genesis 
Abraham cares for the needs of three mysterious 
travelers. The psalm responds, celebrating the kind 
of righteousness that Abraham practices. Then, in 
his letter to the Colossians, Saint Paul describes 
his own ministry as almost like a delivery service: 
he, God’s steward, brings the word of God to their 
community. Finally, Luke’s Gospel shares the  
well-known story of Mary and Martha, and the 
different ways they welcome Jesus into their 
home. Amid all this coming and going, we are 
invited to pay attention to the ways we tend to the 
needs of others. Each of us can ask,  How am I 
present to God and others in my life?
