Dear Parishioners!  
 
How Shall We Name Our Parish? One of the first tasks entrusted to us and our brothers and sisters from St. 
Bruno is to name the new reality being formed from our two parishes. Although the churches will retain 
their original names, the new parish formed of our two parishes is to receive a new name. we have the 
opportunity to participate in choosing the new name for our newly united Parish. Since we want to have the 
new name for our united Parish by October 1, we will be discerning naming options in the coming weeks.  
The process for selecting a new name is as follows: 
1. A Naming Committee has been formed with equal representation from each parish.  
2. On the weekends of August 21/22, August 28/29 and September 4/5, we will be accepting suggestions for 
the name of the newly united parish from parishioners of St. Bruno and St. Richard. You can write in your 
suggestion on the form below and drop it in the collection basket, send or bring it or drop it at the Parish 
office. You can also email your suggestion to stbruno@comcast.net. All suggestions must be received by 
Sunday, September 5,2021. 
3. The Naming Committee will compile the ten most often suggested names that fit within the Guidelines 
(see below) and the rationale for each name. 
4. All Parishioners will be given the opportunity to indicate their preference from the names compiled by the 
Naming Committee on a survey sheet at all the Masses on the weekends of September 11/12 and September 
18/19.  
5. The Naming Committee will tally the survey preferences and submit the top three to Cardinal Cupich for 
his consideration. 
6. Cardinal Cupich, after consulting with the Episcopal Council, will make the final decision. 

 
Guidelines for Names 

1. Appropriate names for a new parish would be:  
a title of Christ under a title already accepted in the liturgy or that speaks to a mystery in His life;  
the Blessed Virgin Mary under a title already accepted in the liturgy; 
the Holy Trinity;  
the Holy Spirit;  
one of the angels; or 
a canonized saint. 

2. The name cannot be currently used as the name of a parish, church, shrine, oratory, or school in the 
Archdiocese. 
3. The name must have a recognized feast day.

   Today, the church celebrates that glorious feast of the Assumption of Mary, body & soul into heaven. On this day,it’s a Polish 
custom to also celebrate “Do¿ynki” the harvest festival. It has carried over to America & you may see people bring the fruits of 
their garden including flowers to church to be blessed in thanksgiving for all of God’s creation. I’ve been fortunate to be able to 
share in the goods from the garden, not of my own but from my generous neighbors. We have enjoyed tomatoes, cucumbers & 
even an amazing loaf of homemade raison bread which had a lifespan of only about 30 minutes after our grandkids discovered 
how good it tasted. My wife made a tomato & cucumber salad that was delicious too.Thank you friends & thank you God for 
giving us such wonderful thoughtful people. However, don’t get distracted by all this comfort food & forget the principle reason 
for this special day, our Blessed Mother. 
   I just finished reading a book called “The Glories of Mary” by St. Alphonso Liguori. St. Alphonso details the concerns of our 
Blessed Mother for her children, which includes all of us, especially for those who are stuck in the “penalty box” called 
“Purgatory” a place of penance & purification.It is a real place between heaven & hell. One we should really think about. That’s 
why it is so important to pray for the poor souls in Purgatory, offer masses/rosaries/offerings of fasting etc for them so that their 
time in Purgatory is shortened The Poor souls cannot pray for themselves, they can pray for us but we have to pray for them. One 
of the best ways is to ask our dear Blessed Lady to intercede for them. She’s there to help us but she’s also there to help them but 
we have to ask her just as we need to ask God. But I caution you, don’t expect her or God to act as a vending machine, put a 
prayer in & expect to see a response immediately or only going to her or God when you have a problem or concern. She’s our 
mother as much as God is our Father & Jesus our brother.If we expect to have a good relationship, we need to remain in frequent 
contact, even daily would be the best.

Today’s gospel gives 
you the start of the Hail Mary as well as the Magnificat prayer of our Mary as she responded to her pregnant cousin Elizabeth’s 
greeting when she came to visit her. The child in Elizabeth’s womb was St. John the Baptist & he even leapt in his mother’s 
womb when he also recognized that Jesus came to visit his mother too. I guess we can safely understand why the church so firmly 
protects the unborn. Life begins at conception. “It’s science, stupid” as some would say. 
   Do you really take the time to listen to what you are praying? Whenever we recite a “Hail Mary” we are asking Mary to be with 
us at the hour of our death. What a powerful image that is! Mary has many names too, Our Lady of Guadalupe, Our Lady of 
Fatima, Our Lady of Czestochowa, Our Lady of Knock, the Immaculate Conception, St. Mary of the Woods, Our Lady of Good 
Help, Our Lady, Untier of Knots,& Mary Seat of Wisdom, just to name a few. She is so special, that’s why during the year, the 
church has designated feasts nearly every day of the year. I have a calendar hanging on the wall next to our computer from an 
organization called America needs Fatima that lists most of them for each day. She deserves them all. 
   Last week, we celebrated the feast of St. Lawrence, patron of deacons & if you ask me probably those who like to barbecue & 
comedians. Why, you ask, because he was martyred for his faith on a grill & told his tormentors to turn him over because this side 
was done.
